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Here's what you're NOT allowed to pack:

NO - Personal bar fridges or freezers
Only those provided by the residence are permitted. External bar fridges/freezers of various models/conditions can lead to
severe electrical problems. NO EXCEPTIONS.

NO - Hot plates
Open heat sources are not permitted. Only CSA approved appliances with an automatic shut off feature are allowed in residence.

NO - Single serving glass alcohol bottles
For example, beer bottles and cooler bottles.

Here's what you CAN pack:

» Bed linens — suitable for a double-width, queen length bed (double or queen sheets will fit)
¢ Blankets, comforter, pillows

* Towels — bath, face, dish

e Shower curtain, bath mats, bathroom accessories

¢ Cleaning products — laundry detergent, dish soap, dish rack, garbage bags

» Kitchen supplies — pots and pans, microwave safe casserole dishes, cooking utensils, dishes, cutlery,
glasses

¢ Alarm clock/radio (with battery back-up)
¢ Desk lamp
e Hangers

¢ Small appliances - toaster or toaster oven, kettle, coffee maker, George Foreman Grill,
electric frying pan

¢ Personal hygiene items — toilet paper, soap, shampoo, toothbrush and toothpaste
¢ Clothing — consider bringing additional items for annual semi-formal

¢ School supplies — pens, paper, ruler, stapler, three-hole punch

« Ethernet cable/network cable (for internet use)

¢ Co-axial cable for personal bedroom TVs (co-axial cable provided with rental TVs)

¢ Small fan
Before buying, you should:

Visit residence prior to move-in. It will give you a better idea of how much space is available and also a chance to make a more
comprehensive list of the items you will need to bring with you in September.

FYI - On move-in day...
